Built in 1768, th e historic Hubb ell Hom estead is
the seocond old est wooden frame structure in
Vermont. Or iginally constructed for Aaron and
Lucinda Hubbell, the home has been owned for
nine generations and is the oldest family-own ed
home in Vermont. They married in 1798 at the old
Walloomsac Tavern in Old Bennington, and had
five children t ogether.

Aaron Hubbel | was born in 1757 in Connecticut.
He was only twenty years old at the time of the Battle of Bennington,
and a member of Capt ain Sanmuel Robinson’s company of militia.
Afterwards he became Lieutenant of th e company. After the first
successful engagement of th e battle, “Baum’s Redoubt”, h e was placed
as one of the guards in charge of the over 600 prisoners. Very active
locally, he also held th e office of Justice of th e Peace, and was
appointed Deacon of th e Frst Congregational Church, th e oldest
church in Vermont, i n 1834. A mile or so from th e Hubbell
Homestead, it is a beautiful place to hold your wedding ceremony —
especially arriving by horse and carriage!
